Speech & Language support

Communication Stations continue to run across mid-Essex for children aged 2 up to the end of reception year with a Mid-Essex GP (or if they are attending a Mid-Essex school).
These are bookable in two ways:
1. Parents calling up on the morning of the clinic to book a same-day appointment – please see our website for dates, locations and the number to call. https://providechildrenandfamilyservices.co.uk/services/childrens-speech-language-therapy/  please note – you do not need to complete a referral form for this.
2. Parents or other professionals can complete a referral form for a pre-bookable appointment. The form for this is available on our website (just above the Communication Station dates and locations information). This was previously just for children where there were safeguarding concerns or a need for a translator but can now be for any child. Please note there is an up to 18 weeks wait for a pre-booked appointment.

Other useful info…

Changing or adding hours
If you wish to change your hours, please let us know as spaces are filling up quickly.  Please email us the changes even if you speak to us, and ensure you get a confirmation email from us.
If your child attends a child-minder or another setting, please let us know.

Lunchboxes
We are a nut-free pre-school so no nuts please in lunch boxes.  This includes pesto. Please also check cereal bars to ensure nut-free. Please ensure your child has a drink in their lunchbox and no screw tops as these get knocked over. Please fill water bottles with water or diluted “no added sugar” squash.  All chocolate and sweets are discouraged in lunchboxes. 
If you put grapes in your child’s lunchbox, please ensure they are cut in half lengthwise so they can more easily pass-through smaller throats.
Please ensure you check your child’s lunchbox to see how much he/she has eaten for lunch.  We cannot force your child to eat their lunch – we can only encourage. Uneaten food will be left in their lunchbox.
We promote healthy eating!  If you would like further information, please see our website.

Medication
If your child requires any medication whilst at Preschool, please make sure you have filled out and signed the form “Parental Agreement for Setting to administer medicine.”

Clothing 
Please do not send your child into pre-school in their best clothes as your child may get messy with paint & glue.  Sometimes it is necessary for your child to have a change of clothes during the day.  We do keep spare clothes but if you do borrow our clothes, please can you ensure they are returned to us.

Exclusion procedure for illness and contagious diseases
In order to ensure that germs are not spread to others please visit our website page and do not send your child in to pre-school until after the exclusion period.   If you have any doubts about whether your child is well enough to come into pre-school, please ring us before bringing them in.

Please to bring your child’s personalised bag to each session so staff can fill it up with artworks, notices etc. ready for you to take home again. 

Nappies
Can we please remind parents to provide nappies and wet wipes in their child’s bag.

Staff contact
If you would like to speak a member of staff, please either ring us or wait until all the children have entered pre-school. If your child comes into pre-school with a mark caused by an accident at home, please can you fill out a slip and sign it as we must record all of these.
